NBaseSQL & NView Elite - Database Manager & Viewer

NBase SQL Media Database Manager is the core module of NVerzion's
automation software. Its primary purpose is to provide a means to
notify all applications when updates to the SQL database have
occurred. The database maintains a wide variety of Media related
meta-data.  Information such as material ID, location, type, size,
duration, run information and much more is stored in the SQL
database. Applications register with NBase-SQL and notify NBase of
any modifications or receive notification from NBase about any
modifications that are made by other applications.

NBase-SQL is backwards compatible to legacy NVerzion applications.
NBase runs in the background and traditionally has little direct
operator interface. A second NBase can be run for redundancy.

NView Database  Viewer is a
complementary application to NBase,
which allows the operator to view
information about the database they are
using. Essentially, it is an operator's "view"
into the database, providing not only the
name and duration of each clip (normal
information retrieved from a video file
server), but also the additional information
of each clip maintained by NBase. Using
NView, operators can easily view and
change all information pertaining to a
certain clip (with the exception of the name
and clip duration).
